Board co-chair Kimberly Price was re-elected to represent 

Brattleboro for a three-year term after besting Richard “Rich” 

Leavy in the March 3 district election, 1,285 to 1,059.

In the contest for a one-year seat representing 

Dummerston on the board, Paul Smith took the seat, beating 

Daniel Everlith, 1,230 to 758.
